This morning continue south to the legendary site of Troy, now known to all

as the location where the Trojan War took place. Walk the same streets where

the Hero Hector once strode.

After breakfast at the hotel, depart for Safranbolu via
the capital of Turkey. Upon arrival in Ankara, visit the Mausoleum of the founder

of the Republic of Turkey, Ataturk. Visit the museum detailing specific events of
Turkey’s history.

After breakfast, transfer to airport for flight back to Istanbul. Transfer to hotel. Day
at leisure. (B)

Day 16 Sun: Istanbul

After breakfast transfer to the Ataturk airport at 09:00 or 13:00. (B)
